Participation of the Girls´ Movement  in the “hack the crisis" 
initiative to find collaborative solutions for the challenges faced 
by women during the COVID-19 crisis.
Dissemination of key protection messages through social 
networks and the media, including over 40 community radio 
stations, reaching over  250,000 people.
Strengthen community-based protection mechanisms for the 
prevention of violence against girls during isolation.

Training through WhatsApp for approximately 140 people 
on issues of entrepreneurship and personal finances.

Donation of supplies for entrepreneur women to tailor 
30,000 face masks in the communities.
